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Appendix H - Signalization Inspection Self-Assessment Reports

At pedestrian signal crossings, there are multiple ADA facilities that work together to support the pedestrian
access route across the roadway at the signalized intersection. The pedestrian signal detector allows the
pedestrian to request the signal. The pedestrian signal head visually notifies that pedestrian that it is safe to
cross. The curb ramp provides access from the sidewalk through the curb to the roadway. Finally, the marked
crosswalk serves to provide visual guidance to the pedestrian, while alerting the motorist to look for pedestrians
crossing at that location.

As part of the ADA self-assessment, a detailed field inspection was performed at 55 signalized intersections out
of the 546 City maintained signalized intersections citywide resulting in a 10.1% sample for the self-assessment.
At the 55 sampled intersections the following pedestrian facilities were inspected:

e 312 Pedestrian Detector Pushbuttons
e 309 Curb Ramps

e 402 Sidewalk Segments

e 186 Crosswalks

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City of Orlando
Signalized Intersection Inspection Results

At the time of this study, the City of Orlando was responsible for maintaining 548 signalized intersections.
In order to quantify the budgetary requirements for improving these intersections up to current ADA and
PROWAG requirements, a 10% sample of 55 intersections were inspected and the tabulated needed
improvements from those samples were extrapolated in order to arrive at a budget number for
improvements for all 548 intersections.

The inspection looked at the Pedestrian Signal Push Buttons, Curb Ramps, Sidewalks and Crosswalks
within each intersection.
